Yes I Can! Award 

Established to acknowledge the achievements of children and youth with disabilities; to overcome barriers caused by disabilities or public misconceptions; to encourage children and youth with disabilities to seek their highest potential; and to increase awareness of the abilities, aspirations, and personal qualities of people with disabilities.

Nominees may be recognized for achievements in one of the following categories:  academics, arts, athletics, community service, employment, extracurricular activity, independent living skills, technology, self-advocacy.

Some Yes I Can! Award winners may be selected as nominees for the International Yes I Can! Awards to be held in Denver, Colorado in April, 2012.  Nominators of these candidates will be notified at the awards ceremony on February 23, 2012 should one of their nominees be selected.  There may be some additional information that may be required from the nominees prior to forwarding the applications to the International Yes I Can! Awards committee.
